Purpose: The SAGE Grant program is designed to encourage, facilitate, and recognize innovative and creative instructional approaches, as well as, enhance training and programs within the established curriculum.
Eligibility: Individuals or teams of individuals from the Grapevine Colleyville area who are current dues-paid members of SAGE are eligible for a grant. GT students are also eligible.
Award of funds: Funds will be awarded to individual applicants.  The number of awards will depend on funds available from SAGE. The amount of each award will be determined by overall demand and motions made for full or partial funding of each application.

Selecting proposals to be funded from a group of many deserving applicants is a difficult but exciting challenge.  Here are some suggestions that may help:

· Be sure to include the number of GT students your grant will affect. 

· Proposals that incorporate matching funds or community resources will be considered favorably.  Outside contributions generally indicate a commitment to the project and they enhance the effectiveness of a small grant award. 

· Avoid using acronyms and educational jargon and complete the application IN FULL.

Selection Criteria:

· The degree to which the summary is clearly stated. 

· The degree to which the need and rationale for the funding is identified.

· The degree to which the proposal is clear and logical, including: (a) specificity of the objectives;       (b) clarity of activities/procedures; (c) clarity in detailing how it will benefit students
Selection Process:

· For each grant application submitted, the executive board will make one of the following recommendations: (a) funded; (b) funded with conditions and/or modifications; (c) not funded; or (d) not funded with suggestions.

· Applicants will be notified of decisions within 1 month.

Responsibilities of Grant Recipients:

· Use the awards for the purposes stated, intended, and approved.
· Provide us with feedback on how the grant helped you.
